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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

1.1. Joint Stock Company “Stronglasas” (hereinafter – the Buyer) is implementing the project “Increasing the efficiency of energy consumption at UAB “Stronglasas” (No. 02-056-K-0035) co-funded by the European Union structural support funds and the funds of the Republic of Lithuania provides to procure: 

1.1.1. Glass tempering line (hereinafter – the Item).

1.2. The main terms used in this document are the same terms as defined in the Project administration and financing rules, approved by the Minister of Finance of the Republic of Lithuania on 8th October, 2014 by the order No. 1K-316 (hereinafter – The Rules).

1.3. The procurement should be conducted according to the provisions of the Rules, the Civil Code of the Republic of Lithuania (hereinafter – the Civil code), other legal acts and these Tender Regulations (hereinafter – the Tender Regulations).

1.4. A notice of procurement has been published in the European Union Structural Funds’ website www.esinvesticijos.lt.
1.5. The procurement should be conducted following the principles of equality, non-discrimination, mutual recognition, proportionality and transparency. 

1.6. In case the procurement should be cancelled due to the fact that no acceptable offer was received from Suppliers, the Buyer should reserve the right to conduct a repeated procurement by the method of survey in accordance with Clause 461.

2. OBJECT OF PROCUREMENT

2.1. The contract object – Glass tempering line, 1 unit (hereinafter – the Item), whose characteristics are specified in the technical specification.

2.2. In case the description of object of the contract in the technical specification refers to a particular model or source, a particular process or brand, patent, types, specific origin or production it should be assumed that objects equivalent in their properties are equally acceptable.

2.3. This procurement is not divided into individual parts; therefore, the tender must be submitted for the entire number of Items indicated.

2.4. The goods must be delivered and transferred to the Buyer according to the requirements of these Terms and Conditions within 4 months from the Effective Sales Contract Date. The Effective Sales Contract Date shall be the latest date of the fulfilment of the all items: signed by parties sales agreement,  confirmed layout and paid first downpayment. 
2.5. Place of delivery and installation of the Item – Naujoji g. 136-3, LT-62175 Alytus.
2.6. The Item must be new (not used) and meet CE requirements.
2.7.  The purchase is subject to the environmental protection requirements provided for green procurement1, which are specified in the technical specification (Technical specification p.25).

3. QUALIFICATIONS REQUIREMENTS FOR SUPPLIERS

3.1.  The Supplier taking part in the procurement must meet the following minimal qualifications requirements:

3.1.1. General requirements for Suppliers:

3.2. If a joint tender is being submitted by a group of economic entities, the qualification requirements set out in paragraph 3.1.1. of this tendering procedure should be submitted by each member of the group separately.

3.3. The tender submitted by the Supplier will be rejected if the Supplier has submitted untrue information, which can be proved by the Buyer by any legitimate means.

3.4 If a group of entities is taking part in the procurement procedure, an agreement of joint activities, or a duly certified copy thereof, must be submitted. The joint-activity agreement should specify obligations of each party in executing the Contract and the share of such obligations in the total value of the Contract. The joint-activity agreement must provide solidarity between all parties and their responsibility for non-fulfillment of obligations to the Buyer. Furthermore, the joint-activity agreement should specify the person representing the group of entities (as a contact person for communication on any issues arising during the evaluation of the tender and for submission of procurement-related information, authorized to sign and submit the tender and to conclude the Contract). 

4. PREPARATION, SUBMISSION AND MODIFICATION OF OFFERS 

4.1.  By submitting this offer the Supplier confirms his agreement with the terms and conditions of this procurement procedure and confirms that all information contained in the tender is true and includes everything needed for the proper execution of the Contract.

4.2. The offer should be submitted in written, signed by the Supplier or a person authorized by the Supplier. The ways of submission of the offer is indicated in p.4.9.
4.3. The offer and any other correspondence should be submitted in Lithuanian or English. 

4.4. The Supplier should submit the offer according to the form presented in Annex No. 2 to the Tender conditions in the way indicated in p.4.9. If the offer should not be submitted by e-mail, it must be sent in a sealed envelope. The envelope should be marked for „UAB „Stronglasas“, Naujoji g. 136-3, LT-62175 Alytus, Lithuania, Tender purchase for glass tempering line” and  bear an inscription of the name and address of the Supplier and an inscription “Not to be opened before the submission deadline” . If the offer is submitted in an unsealed envelope, it will be returned to the Supplier. 
4.5. The tender offer should include all documents submitted by the Supplier in writing:
4.5.1. Completed Offer Form prepared according to Annex 2;

4.5.2. The minimum qualification requirements specified in the tender conditions;

4.5.3. Joint venture agreement or certified copy thereof, if a group of entities submits the tender.
4.6. The Supplier may submit only one offer, either individually or as a member of a group of entities. If the Supplier submits more than one offer or a member of a group of entities takes part in the submission of more than one offer, all such offers will be rejected. 

4.7. The Supplier must offer all the specified quantity of goods upon submission of the tender.

4.8. No alternative offers should be allowed. If the Supplier submits an alternative offer, his offer and the alternative offer/offers will be rejected. 

4.9. The tender offer must be submitted by 25-11-2024, until 5:00 PM (in the time zone of the Republic of Lithuania) by post, courier or personal delivery to the following address: Naujoji g. 136-3, LT-62175 Altyus, Lithuania, working hours from 8 AM to 5 PM or by e-mail cto@stronglasas.lt. At the request of the Supplier, the Buyer will promptly provide written confirmation to the Supplier that the offer has been received and indicate the day, hour and minute of the receipt. 

4.10. The Buyer will not be liable for post delays, e-mail disruptions or other unforeseen cases because of which the tenders were not received or were received too late. Late offers received in a sealed envelope are not opened and are returned to the Supplier by registered mail; late submissions by e-mail will not be evaluated, and the Supplier who submitted the tender is informed by e-mail about the late receipt.

4.11. The Buyer must ensure that the access to this e-mail address is only available to the members of the Procurement Commission and that the procurement documents received by this post will be opened, analyzed and evaluated only after the deadline for the submission of tenders.

4.12. The price quoted in the tender offers should be indicated in Euro; should be indicated and calculated as set out in Annex No 2 of the tender. The price list should include the whole quantity of the Contract Object specified in Annex No 1 to these conditions of the tender, the details of the price list, the requirements of the technical specification, etc. The price of the Contract Object must include the following Supplier’s costs: packing, installation, commissioning, set-up, adjustment and staff training.

4.13 The validity of the offer should be at least till 31-12-2024. If term is not specified in the tender, it will be the same as stated in purchase documents. 

4.14 Until the offer period has expired, the Buyer has the right to request Suppliers to extend their offer validity until the specified time. The Supplier may reject such request. 
4.15 The Buyer may, prior to the end of the term allocated for the submission of offer, extend such term. The Buyer shall notify the new deadline for the submission of offers in writing to all the Suppliers that have acquired the Tender Regulations and shall publish it on the European Union Structural Funds’ website www.esinvesticijos.lt.

4.16. In case the tender will over and no tender offer will be provided, the purchase procedure will be restarted.

4.17. The Supplier has the right to modify or withdraw his tender prior to the end of the term for the submission of offers. Such an amendment or notice that the offer is canceled shall be recognized as valid if the Buyer receives a written submission to it before the deadline for the submission of offers.

5. CLARIFICATIONS AND UPDATES OF THE TENDER REGULATIONS

5.1. The Buyer shall respond to any written request of the Supplier for clarification of the Tender Regulations if the request is received not later than 3 working days prior to the end of the term for the submission of offers. The Buyer shall respond to any request received in due time not later than 2 working days from the date of receipt thereof and not later than 2 working days prior to the end of the term for the submission of offers. While responding to the Supplier, the Buyer shall send the response to all other Suppliers that have received the Tender Regulations, however, without specifying the source of the request.
5.2. Before the closing of the submission of offers, but not later than 2 business days before the deadline for the submission of offers, the Buyer, on his own initiative, has the right to explain and specify the conditions of the tender.

5.3 If the information necessary for the preparation of the offer is changed after the publication of an invitation to participate, as well as clarifications of the documents are submitted to the Suppliers (for example, the qualification requirements are amended and/or clarified), the Buyer publishes a modified invitation to tender in accordance with the procedure specified in Article 458 of the Rules.

5.4 The Buyer shall not arrange meetings with the Suppliers for clarifications of the purchase documents. 
5.5 Any information, clarifications, notices and other correspondence between the Buyer and the Supplier should be submitted to the postal address, electronic email address. Person authorized to maintain direct contacts with Suppliers: Linas Paliušis, Technical director, +370 62079582, cto@stronglasas.lt, Naujoji g. 136-3, LT-62175 Alytus.
6. EXAMINATION AND EVALUATION OF OFFERS
6.1 The envelopes will be opened on 26-11-2024, at 9:00 AM (in the time zone of the Republic of Lithuania), in the absence of Suppliers. 
6.2 The Buyer ensures that the prices presented in the offer will not get known before the deadline for submission of offers specified in Article 6.1 of the Tender Conditions.
6.3 Tender offers are examined, evaluated and compared by the Commission, without the participation of the Suppliers or their authorized representatives.
6.4 The Procurement Commission shall determine whether:

6.4.1 The Suppliers has provided in their offer the accurate and detailed information about their qualifications and the Supplier’s qualification complies with minimum qualification requirements;

6.4.2  The Suppliers have provided, in their offer, all the data, documents and information  required under the Tender Regulations and the offer meets the requirements set out therein;

6.4.3 The prices are not too low.

6.5 The Commission shall decide on the compliance of the Supplier’s qualification data with the minimum requirements set out in the tender conditions. If the Supplier has provided inaccurate or incomplete data on his qualifications, the Commission shall request the Supplier to supplement or explain this data within a reasonable time frame which cannot be less than 3 working days. Only Suppliers with qualification data meeting the requirements of the Buyer have the right to participate in subsequent procurement procedures. 
6.6 In the event of questions regarding the content of the offers and upon written request from the Commission for explanation or clarification of these data, Suppliers must, within the reasonable time frame indicated by the Commission, but not shorter than 3 working days, provide additional written explanations without altering the substance of the offer. 
6.7 Should the Procurement Commission find arithmetic errors in the calculation of the price, the Commission shall request the Supplier in writing to correct such errors, without changing the price announced at the meeting at which the tender opening procedure was held. While correcting the arithmetic errors, the Supplier shall not be entitled to delete price components or to add new components to the price.

6.8 In case if the price quote in the offer is unusually low, the Procurement Commission shall have the right to (and in case if the Commission intends to reject the tender – it must) request the Supplier in writing to provide a justification of such unusually low price, including a detailed justification of the price components.

6.9 The prices quoted in the tenders shall be evaluated in Euro without VAT.

6.10 Tenders that were not rejected by the Buyer are evaluated by the criterion of the lowest price.
7. REASONS FOR REJECTION

7.1 The Procurement Commission shall reject the offer if:

7.1.1. The Supplier has submitted more than one offer (all offers of the Supplier shall be rejected);

7.1.2. The Supplier has failed to meet the minimum qualification requirements;

7.1.3. The Supplier has failed to provide in his offer the accurate and detailed information about his qualifications and failed to clarify it at the request of the Buyer;

7.1.4. Tender offer (for negotiations – final offer) did not meet the requirements of tendering procedure (the procurement object indicated in the Supplier’s tender offer fails to meet the requirements of technical specification etc.), or a Participant, at the Buyer’s request, could not explain his tender offer without changing the substance of the offer.

7.1.5. The Supplier has failed to correct the arithmetic errors and/or to provide explanation of the tender within the time limit set by the Buyer; 

7.1.6. An unusually low price was quoted and the Supplier has failed, at the Commission’s request, to provide a written justification for the price components or another substantiation of the unusually low price; 

7.1.7. The Supplier has provided untrue information, which can be proved by the Supplier by any lawful means;

7.1.8. The Supplier which offer was not rejected for other reasons have quoted too high prices that are unacceptable to the Buyer.

7.2. The Supplier shall be notified of the rejection of his offer within one working day from the date of adoption of the decision.

8. NEGOTIATIONS

8.1 All Suppliers complying to the minimum requirements provided in this tendering procedure may be invited to negotiate.

8.2 Negotiations will be held with all Suppliers whose offer have not been rejected. During the negotiations, the Suppliers will be provided the same information. Results of negotiations will be documented in the minutes, which shall be drafted separately for each Supplier.

8.3 The negotiations may be carried out for all procured Item characteristics, including price, quality, commercial conditions, and social, environmental and innovative aspects. No negotiations will be made on the minimum requirements for the object of procurement, Suppliers qualification, Suppliers offers, offer evaluation criteria and essential conditions of the procurement contract.

8.4 The Commission, having considered the qualification of Suppliers, will notify in writing all Suppliers whose offers were not rejected, about the time of arrival to negotiations. 
8.5 During the negotiations the Commission shall refrain from disclosing to third parties any information obtained from the Supplier without his consent. Negotiations shall be held with each Supplier separately; minutes of negotiations will be drafted. The minutes of negotiations shall be signed by the chairman of the Commission and representative of the Supplier who participated in the negotiations. If the Supplier or his authorized representative failed to arrive to the negotiations, the Commission will draw up the minutes indicating the absence of the Supplier and the minutes shall be signed by all Commission members.

8.6 The final tender offers of negotiations shall be the minutes of negotiations signed by the parties and initial offers to the extent they have not been altered during the negotiations. Final tender offers will be evaluated according to the procedure set forth in these procurement documents.

8.7 On completion of negotiations and on evaluation of the final tenders, the final offers shall be ranked. If the Supplier has failed to take part in the negotiations, his primary offer shall be evaluated for the ranking purposes.

9. DECISION ON WINNER
9.1. On examination, evaluation and comparison of offers, the Procurement Commission shall rank the offers. The offers shall be ranked in the order of ascending price. In case of several offers at the same price, the offer of the Supplier that was registered first shall be first in the ranking.

9.2. In case if only one offer has been received, no ranking shall take place and the offer shall be deemed to be the winning offer unless it was rejected under the provisions of these Tender Regulations. 

9.3. The Supplier that has offered the lowest price shall be announced as the winning tenderer and shall be invited to conclude the Purchase Agreement, specifying the time limit for the conclusion. 

9.4. Should the winning tenderer refuse in writing to conclude the Purchase Agreement, or fails to present himself for the conclusion of the Purchase Agreement within the set time limit, or refuses in writing to conclude the Purchase Agreement on the terms set in the contract documents, it shall be deemed that such Supplier has renounced the Purchase Agreement. In such a case the Buyer shall offer the Purchase Agreement to the Supplier whose offer is first in the ranking after the one submitted by the Supplier that has renounced the Purchase Agreement.
10. TERMS  OF PURCHASE AGREEMENT
10.1. The Purchase Agreement shall be concluded with the winning tenderer on the conditions set out in these Tender Regulations and in accordance with the Procurement Procedures and the Civil Code. 
10.2. In concluding the Sales Contract, the price and the main terms specified in the final offer of the winning tenderer as well as the main conditions of procurement initially set by the Buyer may not be changed with the exception of the following conditions set out in point 8 cases (where applicable). 
10.3. Deadline for delivery of goods and completion of installation work: 4 months from the date of signing the Purchase Agreement. The possibility of extending the Purchase Agreement is provided for 1 month, upon receipt of a written request from the supplier indicating the reasons for such extension.
10.4. Payment conditions and terms: 
10.4.1. payment of 20% of the Purchase Agreement value as advanced payment payable in 5 work days from date of signature of purchase contract.

10.4.2. Payment of 70% of the Purchase Agreement value before dispatch within 5 work days from the Supplier written confirmation about item readiness.

10.4.3. Final payment of 10% payable within 14 days from item acceptance, but not later then 120 calendar days from shipment date. 
           10.5 If, without justifiable reasons, the Buyer fails to pay for the properly executed and accepted Purchase object within the term specified in the Purchase Agreement, the Supplier may demand delayed payment interest of 0.02% on the overdue amount for each delayed day until all obligations are fulfilled, but not exceeding 5% of contract value.
           10.6. If the Supplier fails to fulfill the contract on time and/or properly without reasonable circumstances beyond the control of the Supplier, the Buyer shall calculate default interest in the amount of 0.02% from the unfulfilled value of the Purchase Agreement until all obligations are fulfilled, but not exceeding 5% of the contract value. Late interest is calculated for each day of delay.
           10.7. The sales contract may be amended when the amendment does not fundamentally change the nature of the procurement contract and the total value of the individual changes under this clause does not exceed 10 % of the initial value of the procurement contract in the case of the purchase of goods or services and 15% in the case of the purchase of works and the change does not fundamentally change the nature of the procurement contract. Other changes to the Purchase agreement may be made only in cases specified in the Rules.
11. FINAL PROVISIONS 

11.1. The Suppliers shall not be indemnified for the costs of preparation of tenders and taking part in the procurement procedure.

11.2 The Buyer has the right to cancel the procurement procedures at any time before the conclusion of the procurement contract if circumstances arise that could not be foreseen. Upon acceptance of the decision to terminate the procurement procedures, the Buyer shall notify the Suppliers who submitted the tenders not later than within 3 working days after the decision is made; and if the procurement procedures are terminated before the deadline for submission of the tenders, to all Suppliers who have purchased the Tender Conditions and/or Procurement Documents. In case the tender terms and (or) purchase documents are announced in public sources (exm. Website), here the notice about the tender procedure termination to be announced.
11.3 The information provided in the tenders offers, other than information announced during the opening of the envelops,  shall not be disclosed to Suppliers and third parties, except for entities administering and auditing the use of the EU funds.

11.4 The Buyer shall notify the conclusion of the Contract, within 3 working dates from the date thereof, to all the Suppliers that have submitted tenders, specifying the Supplier with whom the Contract was concluded.
